The best packet(s) will be forwarded to Southeast Scholarship Committee for the opportunity to compete 
at the Frontier Level. 

The SEF / NABSTMC will mail funds, on behalf of the student, upon verification of enrollment and attendance to 
secondary/vocational/trade where the student will be attending. Scholarships will be awarded based on a 
completed application packet. 

Each Frontier winner will participate in an interview process and be vetted by the National Scholarship 
Committee to determine the National Scholarship Winner.
